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Marine 1436L JON

Simplicity which works

Testing boats by Marine is a pleasure! They are technically faultless, their design is a sight for sore eyes and mainly – they are all the time functional for 100%. So when we got an offer to test aluminum boat MARINE 1436L JON, we went with enthusiasm for a short trip and fishing as well. We added our 5 HP combustion engine TOHATSU, electromotor, fishing equipment and hip hurrah, let’s go.

The punt was awaiting us (still packed in plastic) in the area of the company and from the first look, we were interested in the boat. There was nothing exceedingly – three seats filled to protect against sinking, fixtures for moving or fixing the boat, holders of oars, wooden transom to fix the engine and... that was all. First, we were a bit suspensive, but it disappeared, when we were moving to water. 61 kg of weight was without problem for us two, and although I think, that I neatly don’t move away from the computer, it was surprisingly simple for me alone to raise the boat. I have tried out, that transport for short distance (and for stronger people longer, too) is pretty easy for myself alone, as well as putting it onto the water or back to the pier.
What has exactly enchanted us was the large space for putting by various fishing equipment and mainly the behaviour of the punt on the water! It was stable, easy manageable and with the 5 HP engine, it swept along as during a race. While we were fishing, we often went into the brushwood by the shore, which was no problem with the flat bottom and low weight of the boat. We appreciated this, because we could angle closely to the reed and bush and free the hand up baits very simply. The flat bottom was an advantage also when I stood while fishing, because it is really stable (but don’t expect it is as on the ground) and I can imagine classical sitting with two fishing rods and waiting for a carp anchored.
After a three hours long ride, I tried riding with our electric motor. The punt reacts amazingly, drives really fast and is sensible for each movement of the engine. For me, it’s as made for trolling and spinning on a river or a large water dam. After the arrival, I let my colleague to smoke and alone, I dismantled the boat and also drew out to the pier and moved it few steps to the car. Aluminum is just aluminum.
